Summer Camp
Last year we sent 453 kids to camp and all overnight campers got a brand
new sleeping bag!  A week at day camp can cost as little as $125, $400 for
overnight camps or as much as $1,000 for a special needs camp – the
memories however, are priceless!

Bursaries
In June 2008 we awarded $47,000 to 20 promising youth heading off to col-
lege, university and other training programs.  Youth are eligible for grants up to
$2,000 to $2,500 each year to assist with the costs of post secondary educa-
tion.  These youth will be our future teachers, police officers, business people
and community leaders.  Invest in our future!

RESP Research Project
Fewer than 20% of children in care go on to post secondary education and
many experience problems in school.  This University of Ottawa study seeks
to change that with special tutoring and an RESP for children in grades 4 to 7.
Children can improve by one or two grade levels, while the RESP sets the “aspirational goal” for post secondary
education.  The Foundation committed $23,000 for children in FACS’ care to participate in this project.

Support to Youth
Youth leaving foster care have few supports and no safety net of mom and dad.  At FACS we are doing our best
to help prepare them for living on their own.  Last year we granted $10,000 to our New Outlooks and Beginnings
program to help 45 youth gain life skills, and support their independence through monthly meetings, care pack-
ages, special outings and activities.  An additional $5,000 provides a “start up” allowance of $250 for youth
leaving care.  New this year - our Home for the Holidays initiative gives youth a place to “come home to” for a
traditional holiday meal, fellowship and support – a further cost of $4,000.

Niagara Falls F ACS’ Family Centre Addition
FACS Niagara Falls relocated from Queen Street to 7900 Canadian Drive this past year.  Located just behind the
Niagara Square Mall, we enjoy great highway and public transit access, lots of green space, and plenty of room to
grow!  We look forward to a new family centre addition, featuring indoor and outdoor play areas, family visiting
rooms, training and community space – all to better serve the Niagara Falls community.  Be a part of it!  A
$2.4 million investment in the community - stay tuned for more information in 2009 – 2010.

$2,500 to purchase cribs, car seats for newborns
$1,800 for social activities for our Adult Protective Service program
